Highlights of our Second Year...

December 06 Street Angels attended the
Community Foundation for Calderdale’s (CFfC) AGM
where it was announced we were to be the 2007
Project of the Year.

Easter weekend
was busy and after 9pm - 3am Easter Sunday a team of
5 Angels helped steward the Long March till 7am...

May 07 - Several Street Angels took part in Calderdale
Neighbours Day, some helped steward and others
manned our display. May saw the visit from Harriet
Bisson of Investing in Volunteers to start the IV
process.

June 07 - Street Angels Newsletter was launched, a
way of keeping volunteers and those who support
Street Angels in touch with what is happening. Street
Angels received an Oscar at the Annual Oscars
ceremony (pictured above) organised by Voluntary
Action Calderdale. Hailey somersaulted her way
through Halifax as part of Halifax Gala, leading to
Manor Heath where we had face painting, Christian

literature, the display stand and Angels on hand to
talk about our work. Several of the younger Angels
started the Millennium Volunteers Award process.
Dario from Brazil also made a return visit.

July 07 - Afew Angels were out and about around the
Town Centre litter-picking to help Halifax’s entry to
Yorkshire in Bloom. The first bi-monthly get-together
was held. Dario spoke about Street Angels at several
meetings at churches throughout the North of England
and gave the word “Street Angels are the perfume of
Christ” to our town.

August 07 - saw the visit of Sir Norman Bettison, Chief
Constable of West Yorkshire. He came to see Street
Angels, St John Ambulance, Marshals and the Police in
action. Sir Norman visited at the request of Damian - a
Street Angel volunteer - on a Radio Leeds phone in.
The visit received coverage on ITV’s Calendar News
and BBC Radio Leeds.

September 07 - Visitors from India and a group from
Barnsley YMCA saw Street Angels in action. Jean
Blakey took part in the Great North Run, raising
£474.18 (£550 with Gift Aid!) - she completed the
13.1miles in 3 hours, 4 minutes, 33 seconds!
